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January 2009

As of January 2009, the Elkhart County Special Education Cooperative (ECSEC) has changed their policy on charging a monetary fee for copying records.  The fee needs to be paid in cash and prior to ECSEC copying the records.  ECSEC has adopted the same policy as Goshen Community Schools who serves as the LEA for ECSEC.  The policy follows:

The following has been approved as part of Board policy 8310.


The Board establishes the following fee schedule for public records.  These fees will be 
uniform though the corporation and uniform to all purchasers.

Copies



The greater of:



1.
ten cents ($0.10) per page for copies that are not color copies or twenty-



five ($0.25) per page for color copies; or



2.
the actual cost of copying the document.




“Actual cost” means the cost of paper and the per-page cost for use of 



copying or facsimile equipment and does not include labor costs or 



overhead costs.

Certification of document five dollars ($5.00)


C.
Other



The Corporation may charge a fee for providing a duplicate of a computer tape, 


computer disc, microfilm, or similar or anatogous record system containing 


information owned by the Corporation or entrusted to it that does not exceed the 


sum of:



1.
the Corporation’s direct cost of supplying the information in that form; 



and



2.
the standard cost of selling the same information to the public in the form 



of a publication if the Corporation has published the information and made 


the publication available for sale.

NOTE:  The parent is encouraged to meet with the corporation or program coordinator to review their child’s file prior to requesting records.
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
